Children must attend school everyday unless feeling
unwell.

It is important to talk to your child about good behaviour at all times. Distractions in class
detract from the vital learning and teaching process and hinders the learning of others.

Children will be supervised in the hall from 8:30am onwards only. Children being dropped off
are reminded to remain in the hall and that a high standard of behaviour is expected.

Safety - As the weather becomes warner in May and June, a reminder that children should
come properly equipped to school. Sun cream and hats are encouraged as well as sending
water bottles. These can be re-filled throughout the school day.

Contacting the school - In the first instance please talk to the class teacher. Teachers are not
available to speak during class time. If there is a SEN query, you should speak to the class
teacher and SENCo. These teachers are best placed to deal with your query.
